Subject: Fuel and Janitrol system lines

Description:

The following instructions are for the removal of the asbestos sleeves from the fuel and

Janitrol system lines, which are behind the engine firewall, and the inspection for absence of

corrosion and eventual replacement of the lines by the application of the following kits (or part

of them):

a) kit 68-057/1, for A/C P68C-TC up to S/N 313-23-TC, including S/N 317-25-TC and S/N

320-26-TC;

b) kit 68-057/2, for A/C P68C-TC from S/N 322-27-TC to S/N 375-45-TC, including S/N

315-24-TC and for A/C P68-OTC S/N 344-01-OTC and S/N 340-02-OTC.

NOTE: For A/C P68C-TC up to S/N 289-21-TC, replace, in any case, the light alloy line of

Janitrol system (P/N 7.6131-2) with another one of inox steel (P/N 7.6131C-2).

Models affected & S/N: P68C-TC up to S/N 375-45-TC;

P68-OTC S/N 344-01-OTC and S/N 340-02-OTC

Publications affected: Parts Catalog
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Instruction:

1) Turn “OFF” all electrical switches and disconnect the ground from battery.

2) Drain completely fuel from tanks.

3) Remove the wing-fuselage fairings.

4) Remove the engine cowlings except the nose.

5) Remove the inboard wing leading edge.

6) Remove the outboard wing leading edge.

7) Place a trestle under frame no. 16.

8) Balance engine weight by a lifter.

9) Remove the bolts which secure the engine mount at wing and displace forward the

engine group just like agreed by control cables.

10) Unrivet the engine upper firewall (P/N 1.2213-1/2) and remove it from wing.

11) Remove the line’s clamps (items 53, 54, 59, fig. 7a.1.1 of the Parts Catalog)

12) Remove the fuel system lines which are behind the engine firewall (for A/C P68C-TC up

to S/N 313, including S/N 317 and 320, refer to items 25, 26, 27, figure 7a.1.3 of the

Parts Catalog; for A/C P68C-TC from S/N 322 to 375, including S/N 315 and A/C P68-

OTC S/N 340 and 344, refer to items 46, 51, 52, figure 7a.1.1 of the Parts Catalog).

13) Remove the Janitrol line which is behind the left engine firewall (refer to item 9, figure

7a.3 of the Parts Catalog).

14) Check of absence of corrosion the front wing spar in the zone behind the firewall and

communicate, in case of matter, the inspection result at PARTENAVIA which will

provide, to send you a suitable repair scheme.

15) If de ice system is installed, check for integrity and absence of corrosion de ice lines

P/N 7.8067-1 (LH) and P/N 7.8055-4 (RH), which are behind the engine upper firewall.

16) Remove asbestos sleeves from removed lines (see point 12 and 13) and check them

for integrity and absence of corrosion.

17) In absence of corrosions or cracks, reinstall the lines as in precedence (without the

asbestos sleeves).

NOTE: In this case, order to PARTENAVIA the rubber spacers to fit on the fuel lines

in corrispondence of clamps (see figure 1).

18) In presence of corrosions or cracks, replace the lines with the kits, or the single P/N, as

specified in the description, and install the fuel lines as shown in figure 1.

19) Before the installation of engine firewall, apply jointing compound S 15/9 type

(specification DTD 369-A) or equivalent on the forward faces of engine mount brackets

(P/N 1.2025).
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20) Reinstall the engine firewall using blind rivets as shown in figure 1.

21) Reinstall the engine group tightening the engine mount attachment bolts at torque

335-375 lbs inch.

NOTE: Before the installation, apply jointing compound S 15/9 type (specification

DTD 369-A) or equivalent to shank of the engine mount attachment bolts.

22) Fill fuel tanks.

23) Connect the ground to battery.

24) In different time, turn “ON” the fuel and Janitrol electric pumps and check for leaks on

lines.

25) Sign with paint the reference lines on the fittings.

26) Reinstall the inboard wing leading edge.

27) Reinstall the outboard wing leading edge.

28) Reinstall the engine cowlings.

29) Reinstall the wing-fuselage fairings.

30) Start engines and run-up.

31) Bleed left fuel line by following procedure:

a) MIXTURE ………………………… Full rich

b) PROPELLER …………………… Full forward

c) THROTTLE ……………………… 1500 R.P.M.

d) L.H. FUEL SELECTOR ………… R.H. Tank

e) R.H. AUX. FUEL PUMP ………… ON

Wait until left engine runs regularly (2 to 3 min.).

32) Bleed right fuel line by following procedure:

a) MIXTURE ………………………… Full rich

b) PROPELLER …………………… Full forward

c) THROTTLE ……………………… 1500 R.P.M.

d) R.H. FUEL SELECTOR ………… L.H. Tank

e) L.H. AUX. FUEL PUMP ………… ON

Wait until left engine runs regularly (2 to 3 min.).

NOTE: If necessary, with engine turning, bleed air from Fuel Pressure and Fuel Flow

gauge lines (if is installed) by loosing the unions on the instrument back faces

to be locked when the fuel flow is uninterrupted.
